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MAIN PLENARY AMAZONAS

· Mr President, 
· Excellencies, 
· Distinguished Delegates, 
1. It is a profound honour to address this 30th Conference of the Parties, here in Belem, Brazil on behalf of people from the Republic of Malawi and the 44 Least Developed Countries (LDCs).
2. Permit me to assosciate this statement with the statements made by the Group of 77 and China, African Group and the Alliance of the Small Island Developing States (AOSIS). 
3. As we gather today, under the focus of  global Mutirao (colloborative effort) in the face of escalating climate threats, Malawi as a nation of resilient farmers, vibrant communities, and unyielding spirit, stands ready to engage with renewed determination and hope for the future. We commend the Government of Brazil for hosting this pivotal  Conference of Parties that focuses on “accelerating the implementation of climate action”. 
4. Malawi like many other Least Developed Countries (LDCs) did not cause the current global warming and its associated climate shocks but continues to suffer the adverse effects of climate change, ranging from floods, droughts, heat waves consequently impacting food security, water security, livelihoods and socioeconomic growth.
5. For instance, the current 2025 Food Security Vulnerability Assessment findings indicate that 4,009,537 people, representing 22% of the population will not be able to meet their annual food requirements due to poor harvests caused by dry spells which occurred during the last growing season in many parts of Malawi. This is a common phenomenon across the LDCs. 
Excellencies
6.  It is our sincere hope that this COP will build on the momentum from COP29 in Baku, to constructively engage on a number of key thematic negotiations on our agenda at this session.
Mr President, distinguished delegates, 
7.  It is my belief that COP 30, as an Implementation COP, has to ensure that all the outcomes from the first Global Stocktake are implemented. A good starting point is to ensure that countries align their updated Nationally Determined Contributions (NDCs)  with the 1.5 Degree celsius goal and fast track drafting of National Adaptation Plans. However, these should not just be books in our shelves, the plans and commitments should be fully supported with adequate means of implementation.  
8. We are at a point where we need to strengthen international cooperation to fast track and intensify implementation of climate action amidst geopolitical changes impacting developing countries.
Excellencies 
9. The LDCs do not want to be left behind in fulfilling our climate obligations. Recently, Malawi has submitted its 1st Biennial Transparency Report combined with fourth National Communication (BTR1/NC4), currently finalising the National Adaptation Plan (NAP) and updating its Nationally Determined Contributions (NDCs). These key documents highlight Malawi’s  ambitious key climate actions to build resilience to climate change and reduce green house gas emissions. 

10. Going forward, the LDC Group calls for more ambitious actions, not just promises. We call on developed nations to honour their moral and legal obligations under the New Collective Quantified Goal on Climate Finance, a key decision from the COP 29 in Baku Azerbaijan. We further call for accessible, grant-based climate finance that prioritizes local communities with resilient infrastructure and ecosystems, grassroots delivery and empowerment of farmers with climate-smart agriculture technologies. 
11. In this final week of COP30, LDCs seek to constructively engage with all parties for fruitful discussions that chart a holistic way forward to fastrack implementation and action in the spirit of Mutirao. Let us leave Belem not with hollow promises, but with finance that equitably funds the fight against climate change.
