1. El Organo Subsidiario de Asesoramiento Cientifico y Tecnolégico (OSACT)
comenzo a elaborar el marco tecnoldgico establecido en virtud del articulo 10, péarrafo 4,
del Acuerdo de Paris (en lo sucesivo, el marco tecnoldgico), de conformidad con lo
dispuesto en la decisiéon 1/CP.21, péarrafo 67.

2. El OSACT tomé nota de los provechosos intercambios de opiniones preliminares
que habian mantenido las Partes acerca de la elaboracién del marco tecnol6gico. En el
anexo figura una recopilacion de esas opiniones preliminares.

3. El OSACT pidi6 a la secretaria que preparara una nota informativa en la que se
hiciera una relacién de las actividades e iniciativas de desarrollo y transferencia de
tecnologia para el clima emprendidas dentro y fuera del &mbito de la Convencion que
resultaran de interés para la aplicacion del Acuerdo de Paris, y en la que se informara, entre
otras cosas, del avance en la aplicacién del marco para la adopcién de medidas
significativas y eficaces con el fin de promover la aplicacion del parrafo 5 del articulo 4 de
la Convencién, aprobado en la decision 4/CP.7 y mejorado mediante la decisién 3/CP.13.
Esa nota informativa formaria parte de las aportaciones a las deliberaciones de las Partes
sobre la elaboracion del marco tecnoldgico previstas para el 45° periodo de sesiones del
OSACT (noviembre de 2016).
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4, El OSACT invit6 a las Partes a que, a méas tardar el 15 de septiembre de 2016,
presentaran sus opiniones® sobre la elaboracion del marco tecnoldgico, en particular sobre
el contenido, los componentes, las caracteristicas, el proposito y los temas de dicho marco,
para que la secretaria las recogiera en una recopilacién que se examinaria en el 45° periodo
de sesiones del OSACT.

5. El OSACT acordd seguir examinando esta cuestion en su 45° periodo de sesiones,
teniendo en cuenta la informacion a que se hace referencia en los parrafos 2, 3y 4 supra.

Recopilacion de las opiniones preliminares de las

Context/Features/Characteristics

e The technology framework established under Article 10, paragraph 4, of the Paris
Agreement (hereinafter referred to as the technology framework) should consider
the broader context: the transformational changes as envisioned by the Paris
Agreement and the long-term vision on technology development and transfer as set
out in its Article 10;

e The elaboration of the content of the technology framework should be informed by:

o  Experiences and lessons learned from the implementation of the framework for
meaningful and effective actions to enhance the implementation of Article 4,
paragraph 5, of the Convention, as adopted by decision 4/CP.7 and enhanced
by decision 3/CP.13 (hereinafter referred to as the technology transfer
framework);

o  Past, ongoing and future work of the Technology Executive Committee and the
Climate Technology Centre and Network;

o  Work under and outside the Convention related to climate technology,
including the Technology Facilitation Mechanism, the technology cycle and on
research, development and demonstration;

o  Ongoing work on the linkages between the Technology Mechanism and the
Financial Mechanism;

o  Other relevant work;

e The technology framework should add value, not create additional institutions, and
avoid duplication of work, while recognizing that some ongoing work may continue
through this new framework;

o Views expressed with regard to the characteristics of the technology framework
include: short and concise, balanced, comprehensive (e.g. covers sustainable
development, gender issues, global action, etc.) and allow flexibility to respond to
changes over time.

Content of the technology framework
Purpose and role

e The purpose of the technology framework is to provide overarching guidance to the
work of the Technology Mechanism in promoting and facilitating enhanced action
on technology development and transfer in order to support the implementation of
the Paris Agreement, in pursuit of the long-term vision referred to in its Article 10,
paragraph 1;

e The technology framework will play a strategic role in improving the effectiveness
and efficiency of the work of the Technology Mechanism.
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Key themes

The four areas as identified by decision 1/CP.21, paragraph 67, provide a basis to
define the key themes of the technology framework. These areas may be further
elaborated;

Other areas may be explored as possible key themes, including, but not limited to:

o  Accelerating, encouraging and enabling innovation, collaborative approaches
to research, development and demonstration, and the provision of support;

o  Enabling and facilitating access to climate technology;

o Development and implementation of nationally determined contributions
(NDCs), noting that the technology framework should link and enhance
coherence between technology needs assessment and the development and
implementation of NDCs and climate-resilient and low-emission development
strategies;

o  Private sector involvement and how this can link with public sector efforts;

o  Citizen involvement, harnessing indigenous knowledge and enhancing
endogenous capacities;

o  Enhancing engagement of and coordination with stakeholders in technology
issues;

o  Capacity-building related to climate technology development and transfer,
noting the ongoing work that has been undertaken in this area;

The technology framework should capture the useful elements from the technology
transfer framework;

The technology framework should highlight priority areas of work.

Modalities to periodically update the technology framework over time, including the
time frame, should be defined;

The relationship between the periodic assessment of the Technology Mechanism and
the technology framework, with a view to informing the periodic update of the
technology framework, should be clarified.
